Best Pre 1946

1st   Mr D Murray, 1938 Rudge 500cc Sports Special. The Sports Special 500cc model was introduced in 1937, production ceased in 1939. This example has been rebuilt twice, first time from a basket case, the second time after an accident.

2nd  Dick Leaver, 1929 Matchless 500cc V2, A sporting machine, originally marketed by Matchless with a guaranteed speed of 85 mph.
Best 1946 – 1959

1st Mr G Page, 1956 Velocette 500cc Venom. In Clubmans trim.

2nd David Bushell, 1957 Scott 596cc Red Squirrel. This is an early example of the 'Birmingham' Scott produced by Matt Holder - Aerco Jig & Tools - from 1955 to 1972. Purchased by the current owner in 1963 for £80-00.

Best 1960 - 1969


1st Peter Gibson, 1967 750cc Matchless P11. Restored in 2002, used regularly for Club, National & International rallies.
2nd
A Iddenden, 1965 BSA 650cc A65SS. Originally exported to New Jersey, USA, in November 1965.

Best 1970 on

1st Dave Hawes, 1978 Laverda Jota 1000cc. One owner from new, it covered 80,000 miles in the first 8 years. Used to tour Europe. In original unrestored condition.

Mr R Sloper, 1971 BSA A65 650cc. BSA's 1971 lineup saw major makeovers, including the oil-in-frame A65 twins.

Best Competition/ Special

1st Wilf Kelton, 1960 AJS 7R 350cc. This machine belonged to Fred Neville and Lewis Young in the sixties.

2nd Mr S Elston, 1960 Earles 350cc. Built by Ernest Earles, the man who designed Earles forks, this special was built in the fifties for use on grass tracks & road race circuits. It was raced by Cliff Bennett and Charlie Salt.

Best Lightweight

1st Ms Kay Ryan, 1929 Levis 6-port 2 ½ HP. 6 port engine, first registered 08 June 1929 this is a West Sussex registration. Levis were manufactured by Butterfields of Birmingham, who were for many years one of England's leading manufacturers of two-stroke motorcycles.
2nd  Ron Scrase, 1960 Norman B2CS Trials 197cc. A very rare motorcycle, with a limited production. Believed one of only three bikes produced for the 1960 show. Restored from very poor condition by the current owner.
Best Overseas

1st Mr S Gamage, 1977 Honda 250cc Dream. With current owner since new, and it's still in showroom condition.
2nd  Mr B Stevens, 1955 Maico Taifun, 400cc. German made Maico, known mainly for their Moto X bikes. This is their top of the range Taifun (Typhoon), of which around 40 were sold in the UK for £330. This is the only known example left in the UK.

Mr John Philipp, 1953 Vincent Rapide 998cc. One owner since 1963, and still used regularly. It has extensively toured the UK, Western Europe, North America & Australia. Has covered in excess of half a million miles (500,000) with the current owner. Many modifications, both internal & external.
